FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS
HOMEOPATHY is a natural system of medicine effective in treating many acute and chronic health problems.  This clinically proven method, developed in the 1700’s, is based on the pharmacological law called the “Law of Similars”, which states that any substance that produces specific symptoms in a healthy person when given in full strength will cure a sick person with the same symptoms when given in a very diluted minute form.

For example, Ipecac taken by a healthy person will cause vomiting, but if taken in tiny homeopathic doses will cure vomiting.  Coffee before bed will generally cause a sleepless night.  In an infinitesimally small dose, it is used to treat insomnia.

WHO USES HOMEOPATHY?  Homeopathy is used by millions of people in many countries around the world.  It is extremely popular in Europe and Asia and is now spreading through the U.S.  Even the British Royal Family’s physician is a homeopath.  Homeopathy is effective for children and adults of all ages.

IS IT SAFE?  Homeopathic medicines are FDA approved and available over the counter.  They are completely safe and non-addictive with no unwanted side effects.

WHAT CAN I EXPECT?  Homeopathy not only offers relief from temporary disorders, but also can provide deep healing of a person suffering from a chronic condition.  Also, Homeopathy is a preventative method.  It helps to strengthen the immune system and works to keep the body in a balance state.  Homeopathy treats the whole person by taking the physical, emotional and mental state of being into account when choosing the appropriate remedy.

SHOULD OTHER TREATMENTS BE STOPPED?  Homeopathy also works well as a complementary form of medicine.  In most cases, homeopathic and conventional treatment from a Medical Doctor (M.D.) are compatible and, in fact, may be of benefit if used together to speed healing an facilitate the general well-being of the patient.
